The factors of a number are all numbers which
divide it with no remainder.

The common factors of two numbers are the factors common factor
they share.

E.q. the common factors of 24 and 56 are 1, 2, 4
and 8. greatest common factor

The greatest common factor of 24 and 56 is 8.

Children should be able to explain how they know that a number is a common factor.

E.g. 8is acommon factor of 24 and 56 because 24=8x3 and56=8x 7.

If your child is not yet confident with
identifying factor pairs of a number, you may want to refer to the Year 5 Summer 2 sheet to
practise this first.
